What to bring: Backpacking gear and a civvies bag of clean closes for after the Appalachian Trail hike.  
Sleeping gear and bag, flashlight, clothing appropriate for the anticipated weather. A swimsuit is a must for the 
whitewater rafting along with a hat for hiking.  Mess kit or eating gear (plate, bowl, cup, knife, fork, spoon.  
Electronics can be brought for the car ride down and back ONLY.

miles, 4 hr 43 min) Take car to opposite end of trail for return trip.  Start hike on 
Trail and find campsite for night.

Wednesday July 22, 2015: Hike Appalachian Trail 
 
Thursday July 23, 2015: Hike Appalachian Trail and leave trail, travel to West Virginia near Whitewater 

Rafting venue and camp for night near Oak Hill, WV.  (170 miles, 3 hours)  
 
Friday July 24, 2015: Whitewater raft the Lower New River Gorge until about noon or 1 PM.  River 

Expeditions, Inc.   Travel to Camp Arrowhead near Ona, WV and camp. (92 
miles, 1 hr 46 min) 

 
Saturday July 25, 2015: Depart at 8 AM for return trip to Stevensville, Michigan after making breakfast 

home to Stevensville United Methodist Church.
